DIRECTIONS  TO  PONDEROSA RANCH

Approximately 2.5 miles south of Crawford, on Hwy 2/71 is a sign to “Ponderosa State Wildlife Area”.  That is Saw Log Road (gravel road).  Turn east there.  You will see from a distance a white house and a white metal barn that sit up on a hill on the east side of Saw Log Road.  There is no road going west off the highway. Go 2 miles, across the railroad tracks, then turn right (south).  There is a Saw Log Road sign there as well as a Ponderosa Ranch sign. Please be watching for deer crossing the road, especially at dawn and dusk.
Go almost 3 miles; you come to our neighbor’s place (Alice and Gerald Lux) after passing an abandoned old homestead. The road divides left/straight there; you go straight ahead, between their shop and garage.  There is also a PONDEROSA RANCH sign there.  (Please drive slowly through their place, their dogs Bruce and Pete, as well as their chickens and cats will probably be on the road. Smile, wave, they love to keep tabs on the activities on Saw Log Rd, Alice grew up at the abandoned homestead you passed, she has lived on Saw Log Rd her whole life). Crossover a cattle guard, at any point from here on there could be cows, horses, deer, or turkey on the road, so continue slowly, especially at night. 
You are soon on the Ponderosa Ranch, and just follow the road another ¼ mile, our home is the log house on the left, please stop here first. The original cabin is another 1 ¼ mile farther up the road at the ranch headquarters, next to my parents’ home.  Veer left when you enter their yard, around the machine shed, and then to the right is the cabin. Our new cabin is next to our home in our yard.

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DIRECTIONS FROM DENVER, COLORADO

The drive should take about 4.5 hours, and it is about 287 miles from Denver to the ranch.  

Take I-25 north to Cheyenne, Wyoming, then I-80 east to Kimball, Nebraska, where you get on

Highway 71 north. You will go straight through Kimball and Scottsbluff.  Keep going north on

Hwy 71.  Approx. 47 miles north of Scottsbluff, look for a sign asking you to turn left, that will

point to Crawford and continuation of Hwy  71.  Hint; there is a reddish brick building on the right

side where you turn, and you can see it as you approach.  Turn left and go approx. 24 ½ miles. 

Look for a brown sign “Ponderosa State Wildlife Area”.  Turn right (east) there and follow 

directions above.
